Dense hedge and slow 
growing.

Hazel 
Distinctive yellow catkins 
in spring.

Blackthorn Hedge 
Thorny plant great for 
security. Sloe berries can be 
used in cooking.

Beech 
Holds onto the leaves 
longest of the deciduous 
varieties.

Portuguese Laurel 
Small green leaves and 
red stems make this an 
attractive hedge.

Thuja Hedge 
Dense hedge. One of 
the cheapest hedging 
options, Easy to grow.
